Sponsor Letters/Requirements

The following is required by Canon Law to be a
Catholic  Godparent/Sponsor ~ for  Baptism  or
Confirmation. Be at least 16 years of age. Have
completed the Sacraments of Initiation. (Baptism,
Eucharist & Confirmation).  If married, have a
marriage that is canonically valid and recognized by
the Catholic Church. Be a registered and active
parishioner living a life of faith. You must be
registered with our parish for at least 3 months before
we will provide a sponsor letter. Although you may
have registered with our parish, if you are not
attending Mass regularly and using the envelope
system there is no way for the parish office to confirm
regular Mass attendance. Please contact the Parish
Office to confirm your status with our parish.

Why Should | use weekly envelopes? The
use of envelopes is important, they document your
active participation in the faith life of our parish. This
information is needed in order to obtain a Letter of
Eligibility to be issued when you are asked to be a
baptism or confirmation sponsor. This also facilitates
the preparation of a statement of contributions for
income tax purpose.

Gospel: John 10:11-18
