Sponsor Letters/Requirements 
The following is required by Canon Law to be a 
Catholic Godparent/Sponsor for Baptism or 
Confirmation.  Be at least 16 years of age.  Have 
completed the Sacraments of Initiation. (Baptism, 
Eucharist & Confirmation).  If married, have a 
marriage that is canonically valid and recognized by 
the Catholic Church.  Be a registered and active 
parishioner living a life of faith.   You must be 
registered with our parish for at least 3 months before 
we will provide a sponsor letter.  Although you may 
have registered with our parish, if you are not 
attending Mass regularly and using the envelope 
system there is no way for the parish office to confirm 
regular Mass attendance.  Please contact the Parish 
Office to confirm your status with our parish.

Gospel: John 16:12-15 
 
Jesus tells the disciples that when he leaves them, 
a Spirit will help guide them to the truth. This Spirit 
will announce what he hears from Jesus, rather 
than speaking on his own. Everything God has also 
belongs to Jesus, which is why those things 
announced by the Spirit will actually come from 
Jesus. 
 
“Brothers and sisters: Therefore, since we have 
been justified by faith, we have peace with God 
through our Lord Jesus Christ, through whom we 
have gained access by faith in the grace in which 
we stand, and we boast in hope of the glory of 
God… and hope does not disappoint, because the 
love of God has been poured into our hearts 
through the Holy Spirit that has been given to us.”  
 
I begin my prayer, blessing myself in the name of 
the Trinity. I speak of God as my Father, Jesus as 
my Savior and Redeemer, and the Holy Spirit as 
the animator and sustainer of my lived faith. The 
mystery of the Holy Trinity is engrained in my heart. 
I believe in one God and Three Divine Persons 
whom I love and who love me. Paul’s statement in 
his letter to the Romans tells me clearly that I have 
access to God, and I ask that I have access to Him.
